    Petition for Adoption – Child/Adult JC-1645 

    Consent to Adoption JC-1646 (consent by person 14 years or older) 

    Order for Hearing and Screening JC-1641 (hearing date information will be completed by probate staff). 
 

  A copy of the Order for Hearing and Screening will be provided to the petitioner.  It is the petitioner’s 
        responsibility to provide a copy to the Adoption Agency and the child, if over 12 years of age. 

 
 
COMPLETE AND FILE PRIOR TO THE HEARING: 
 

   Your Adoption Agency will file the following documents: 

• Investigative home study report/recommendation with the foreign country documentation and 

translation 

• Consent and Recommendation of State of Wisconsin (not required for re-adoption) 

• Report of Adoption for a Child Born in a Foreign Country (to obtain Wisconsin Certification 

of Birth Facts for a Foreign Born Birth)

POST HEARING: 
  

 Immediately following the hearing, go to the Register in Probate Office, Room 203, to obtain certified  
       copy(ies) of the Order for Adoption.  There is a $4.00 fee payable to “Register in Probate” for each 
       certified copy. 
 There is a fee to obtain a Wisconsin Certification of Birth Facts for a Foreign Born Birth (see Report of 

Adoption form) payable to “State of WI Vital Records.”  The Register in Probate office will mail the 
Report of Adoption, your check for the appropriate fee and the foreign country documentation to the 
State Vital Records Office.
