Chippewa County COVID-19 Impacts Dashboard

 

https://chipcogis.maps.arcgis.com/apps/opsdashboard/index.html#/dc07c843351d4078810e72b053d0eecb


ICS (Incident Command System) Updates
Safety: Emergency Order #3 went into effect this week. With that, the safety team

is working to follow-up on complaints related to large gatherings over the 25%

 



capacity mandate. The team continues to follow-up and provide education to

businesses and individuals who have been reported to the Health Department for

non-compliance of the mask mandate. The safety team is also reviewing and

providing feedback on community partner plans. 

 

Liaison: The team continues to work with area school districts to provide

information and training for staff regarding COVID-19. Additionally, the team had

their weekly meetings with both local school superintendents and school nursing

staff. Discussion of various topics included the number of positive staff and

students who reside in Chippewa County, the rapid increase in cases and CCDPH

capacity, Emergency Order #3, operating efficiency of schools with staffing

shortages, and issues associated with virtual learning, including the quality of

student learning. The team continued to follow-up with many calls, emails, and

questions from schools, community partners, and community members.

 

Public Information Officer (PIO): The PIO team continues to compile the most

up-to-date information for the weekly press conference. Halloween guidance was

made available on Facebook and the County's website, including guidance for

private and public establishments to use. Further, the team is working on

resources and informational materials discussing the different types of COVID-19

testing available to the public. The team continues to work on materials for local

school districts regarding COVID-19 as well as the continuation of developing

social media content for the community. Due to the increase in positive COVID-19

cases, the PIO team has been assisting with disease investigation.

 

Operations: The Volunteer Task Force continues to work to identify and address

community needs. They are looking to add new volunteers for the fall/winter

seasons. The team continues to distribute masks to those in need, specifically to

ADRC. The Childcare Task Force has published a new childcare resource

document showing resources in the area on their website. The Fit Testing Task

Force is seeing an increase in fit testing requests. They continue to assist

community partners with fit testing. The Investigation Strike Team continues to

provide case follow-up. The Testing Task Force is working to solidify two testing

sites and dates for COVID-19 testing. 

 

Planning: The Planning Team continues to focus on messaging about mental

health and resiliency, provide resources to the community, identify ways to assist



family caregivers, and maintain up-to-date data on the website. The team is

working with local ambulance services to determine ways to assist their

departments, more specifically ways to reduce the overwhelming impact of

COVID-19 on emergency services. Washable masks will continue to be

distributed by ADRC to those in need. The Data Task Force revamped the

disease occurrence metrics to better reflect the circumstances happening within

the community. The new metrics now reflect activity level, outbreaks, testing, and

health care availability. Risk level for the county has moved from high to severe.

The team continues to update the public with the disease occurrence metrics. The

Recovery Task Force continues to work on helping businesses as needed. The

Mental Health/AODA/CJ Task Force continues to work on messaging as it relates

to mental health, resiliency, and ways to take care yourself during the pandemic.

The Domestic Violence Task Force, Children & Youth with Special Health Care

Needs Task Force, and Resource Task Force continue to update their resources

and identify community needs. The Vulnerable Populations Task Force continues

to evaluate family caregiver needs. The Mass Vaccination Task Force is working

to collect information regarding vaccinations from regional and state offices, while

also planning for seasonal influenza clinics at local schools, long-term care

facilities, and county organizations. 

 

Fiscal: The Fiscal Team continues to track expenses as they are related to the

COVID-19 pandemic in order to apply for available funding sources. The Grant

Task Force is waiting to hear back on the request they submitted for the

Department of Justice grant last week. The grant is requesting funding for

sanitation supplies, PPE supplies, and other items to prevent, prepare for, and

respond to the COVID-19 pandemic. 

 

Logistics: The Logistics Team continues to provide Personal Protective

Equipment (PPE) to organizations in need, specifically long-term care facilities as

they have reported experiencing some supply restrictions causing shortages in

their facilities.
