Geology of the Ice Age Trail

12,000 to 18,000 years ago, monstrous ice sheets,
over two miles thick at their point of origin,
stretched from northern Canada to cover much
of Wisconsin and North America. Mounds of
glacial material were deposited at the forward
edge of the glacier, forming the terminal
moraine. The Ice Age Trail follows this moraine for
much of its 1200 miles.

The Ice Age National and State Scenic Trail is
one of ten Congressionally-designated National
Scenic Trails located throughout the United
States. The Trail meanders through 31 counties
and is within 15 miles of nearly two million
Wisconsin residents.
